Using a Laptop

Shut down your laptop.

Connect the Laptop Video cable
(VGA or HDMI) to the video output port on

your laptop. Please note: the Laptop Video cable
is VGA-and HDMI-compatible only. Certain laptop
models will require a DVI-to-VGA adaptor or a
Mini-VGA adaptor. Consult your owner’s manual
for further information.

For Internet connectivity, connect to HSU
Wireless or connect the green laptop

network cable to your laptop.

Please note: you will need to “register” your
laptop before connecting to the campus
network. Contact your college ITC or the Help
Desk for further information.

Connect your laptop’s AC adaptor to a
power outlet and start up your laptop.

If you still do not see an image, refer to the
laptop troubleshooting guide later in these
instructions.

When finished, shut down your laptop and
disconnect all cables.

Sound and DVD/Blu-Ray 2

Using an HDMI Device

An HDMI cable is provided for connecting devices such as some
laptops, iPads/iPhones and Android devices.

Laptop Troubleshooting N

For PC Laptops: Depending on your model of laptop, you
may need to toggle the display mode. For example, on many
laptops, you must hold down the function key (FN) located in
the lower left-hand corner of the keyboard, and at the same
time, press the video toggle key, which is located along the
top of the keyboard. Look for the text
